and Benchmarks for not only litera-
cy, but also the Michigan Standards 
and Benchmarks for Social Studies 
and Science.  In addition, it pro-
vides differentiated writing instruc-
tion in each unit. 

We will continue to provide Spanish 
for K-2nd Graders through a new 
curriculum called  Rosetta Stone for 
Classrooms.  This will allow each 
student to progress at their own 
pace through a computerized for-
mat with their classroom teacher.  
This will begin in late fall.
